It started Friday, March 11th, with a story on the
news that an earthquake had hit Japan and
caused a tsunamithat made for mass
destruction to property and lives throughout the
country. Then, it hit the west coast or the U.S.
with a vengeance as well. Brookings OR and
Crescent City CA were hit very hard. We
had reservations to go over to Brookings, to the
Beachfront RV Park on March 25th to stay while
some friends from church attended a dog show.
So curious George, or should | say Gail;
decided that just calling over there to find out
that the RV park was still open was not good
enough and we just had to drive over on Sunday
and see for ourselves what Mother Nature had
done to the area.

As we were approaching Brookings, the rain got
harder and harder to the point that we could
hardly see the road or where we were going.
The gals from church that we were following,
were considering stopping, but just decided to
get on into town. A big clap of thunder hit and
lighting struck as we pulled into the RV park.
We could hardly stay upright when we got out of
the cars, due to the wind blowing so hard. We
were shocked to see the devastation it had done

Safety Corner

Where to Go During an Earthquake. Bel ow i s an
Lifeo:

Simply stated, when buildings collapse, the weight of the ceilings falling upon the objects or furniture
inside crushes these objects, leaving a space or void next to them - NOT under them. This space is what
I call the 'triangle of life'. The larger and stronger the object, the less it will compact. The less the object
compacts, the larger the void will be, and the greater the probability that the person who is using this void
for safety will not be injured.

You can survive in a smaller void if you curl up in the fetal position. Get next to an object, next to a sofa,
next to a bed, next to a large bulky object that will compress slightly but leave a void next to it. If you are
in bed during the night and an earthquake occurs, simply roll off the bed. A safe void will exist around the
bed. Hotels can achieve a much greater survival rate in earthquakes, simply by posting a sign on the
back of the door of every room telling occupants to lie down on the floor, next to the bottom of the bed
during an earthquake.

If an earthquake happens and you cannot easily escape by getting out the door or window, then lie down
and curl up in the fetal position next to a sofa, or large chair. Get near the outer walls or outside of the
building if possible. The farther inside you are from the outside perimeter of the building the greater the
probability that your escape route will be blocked.

INFO ABOUT CLOTHES DRYERS

(Found on the Interneté may or may not be true)

The heating unit went out on my dryer! The gentleman that fixes things around the house for us told us
that he wanted to show us something and he went over to the dryer and pulled out the lint filter. It was
clean. (I always clean the lint from the filter after every load of clothes.) He took the filter over to the sink
and ran hot water over it.

The lint filter is made of a mesh material. I'm sure you know what your dryer's lint filter looks like. Well
....the hot water just sat on top of the mesh! It didn't go through it at all! He told us that dryer sheets cause
a film over that mesh - that's what burns out the heating unit.

You can't SEE the film, but it's there. It's what is in the dryer sheets to make your clothes soft and static
free. You know how they can feel waxy when you take them out of the box ...well this stuff builds up on
your clothes and on your lint screen. This is also what causes dryer units to potentially burn your house
down with it! He said the best way to keep your dryer working for a very long time (and to keep your
electric bill lower) is to take that filter out and wash it with hot soapy water and an old toothbrush at least
every six months.

He said that increases the life of the dryer at least twice as long! How about that!?!
Learn something new everyday! | certainly didn't know dryer sheets would do that. So, | thought I'd share!
Note: | went to my dryer and tested my screen by running water on it. The water ran through a little bit
but mostly collected all the water in the mesh screen. | washed it with warm soapy water and a nylon
brush and | had it done in 30 seconds. Then when | rinsed it ... the water ran right thru the screen! There
wasn't any puddling at all! That repairman really knew what he was talking about.
