June Safety Tip

May/June riding season of 2010 and we have had several rides.  We haven’t had any accidents yet, which says you’ve been extremely observant and riding within your personal abilities.

Again I want to stress the positioning of bikes while group riding.
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You will notice there is 2 Seconds between bikes 1 & 3 and 2 & 4

There is only 1 Second between bike 1 & 2 & 3 & 4 but they are opposite sides of the lane centerline.   

When lining up try to pick the side of the lane you are most comfortable riding in.  ODD numbers are on the left side of the lane and EVEN numbers are on the right side of the lane.

Lets review some of the hand signals:

*  Left hand in the air with single index finger pointing straight up  = Single File

*  Left hand in the air with two fingers pointing straight up  = Staggered Formation

*  Left hand Palm Down with arm moving up and down = Slow Down

*  Left arm raised over head and fingers close together and thumb forming a U shape then closing and opening the fingers and thumb = close up the formation.

*  Left or Right Hand pointing at ground = Hazard on road

*  Left Arm straight out to Left with right index finger pointing same direction = Left Turn

*  Left Arm out to the Left bent upward at Elbow and hand pointing to the Right = Right Turn

*  Left Arm out to the left bent downward at elbow hand extended flat with palm to the facing back = Preparing to Stop


Let’s all continue to ride safe and have fun.
