
June/July riding season of 2010 and we have had several rides and a Memorial Weekend campout and a parade.  We haven’t had any accidents yet, which says you’ve been extremely observant and riding within your personal abilities.  I personally would like this trend to continue and have no doubt that everyone else feels the same way.  When riding as a group it is our personal responsibility to look before we make lane changes and to keep our heads on a swivel looking for possible problems and if a problem is observed let the rest of the group know what was observed.  We all like to sight see while riding, but safety must come before looking at the beautiful countryside.

As we form up you need to know whether the bike in front of you and behind you has a radio.  If not then remember to use hand signals together with electronic signals.  If a bike without a radio goes out of the group for whatever reason the first person with a radio observing this should let the leader and back door know they’ve pulled out.  It is the responsibility of the Backdoor/Tail gunner to stop with whom ever pulls out of the group.  The remaining bikes in the group continue on with the group and pull over when the lead bike finds a safe area for the group to do so.   This will keep the group together and out of harms way.  Having individuals pulling over all along the road causes traffic problems and it could lead to bikes being separated and no one knowing what happened to them.  If you know that you are going to depart the group before the end of the ride, you should inform the leader and back door of your intentions at a previous stop.

Most of you I hope have been checking the tire air pressure before each ride.  Keeping the tire pressure right will extend the life of your tires and give you a better ride.  Also, if you’ve been riding quite a bit you may be in need of an oil change and if you’ve been riding in any weather (rain/dust/etc.) you might want to check that air filter.  It is also good to check your other fluid levels (Brake, Coolant).


Let’s all continue to ride safe and have fun.
